Laboratory Safety

Chemistry is a laboratory science.  Therefore participation in lab activities is part of the course work.  Students are expected to follow all of instructions and rules either written or verbal for the safety of all students in lab experiences.  Failure to do such will result in your loss of laboratory rights and thus the loss of points on your grade.  This statement is your only warning.  The first infraction will cause you to be removed from the lab that day.  You can return to the next lab activity.  The second and all other infraction will cause you to be removed for lab activities and you will not be allowed to return until a conference with the student, parents, vice-principal and teacher.  If the problem continues you will not be allowed to participate in any laboratory activities or if the first infraction is serious enough.  

You also need to make certain when you are performing a laboratory activity you are aware of what you are doing.  Therefore, it is essential that you read the lab activity before entering the lab area.  It is required that you prepare a written pre-lab report before starting any lab activity unless otherwise stated by me.   

Basic Laboratory Safety rules:

1. No “horse-play” will be permitted in lab area.  Chemistry lab activities are potentially dangerous and any action that could jeopardize the safety of other students will not be permitted.  

2. Be aware of your surroundings.

3. Read the entire procedure before you begin the activity, listen to all instructions and ask questions if you have any questions.

4. Follow the directions in the experiment unless you have been told to change them by your teacher. If you want to try something different ask permission first.

5. Know the location and operation of all safety equipment.  Use these only as needed for laboratory safety.

6. Know the location of emergency exits and escape routes.  Help to ensure these routes are useable by all students.

7. Wear chemical splash goggles when you are working in the lab area.  Do not rub eyes.

8. If a chemical gets into your eye despite these precautions, remove any contact lenses and wash eye with a continuous stream of water for at least 15 minutes. You wear contact lenses at your own risk

9. Keep all personal belongings out of the laboratory area.  Students need only bring their lab and a writing instrument to the lab area.

10. Long hair should be tied back, loose sleeves rolled up and dangling jewelry or ties removed while in lab area.  Closed toed shoes should be worn as they provide protection for the feet.  Shoes must be worn at all times.

11. Never taste any chemical, including food used in the laboratory.  Treat all chemicals as possible contaminates and toxic in nature. 

12. Do not eat, drink or chew gum in the laboratory area.

13. Report any accident, no matter how minor to teacher immediately.

14. Report chemical spills immediately to your teacher. If you spill on your skin or clothing, notify teacher then wash with cold running water for several minutes.  

15. Do not use chipped or cracked glassware.  Do not handle broken glass.  If glassware breaks tell the teacher.  
16. Do not handle hot glassware or equipment, use proper equipment for handling hot materials.

17. Dispose of chemicals in a manner directed by your teacher.  

18. Wash all glassware.  Clean other equipment as directed by teacher.  Throw away used paper towels when finished with the lab.
19. Wash hands with soap and water before leaving lab area.  
20. Follow all other safety instructions provided by teacher or in the written laboratory activity.

Students will not be permitted to perform lab activities until this is signed and returned.

I have read the Laboratory safety paper.  I understand the consequences of not following these rules.
